
Summer Reading for 7th Grade
GUIDELINES

1. Read an AR book.  The book must appropriate for your reading level (ZPD).  

2. Pick any combination of assignments that add up to the grade you want to receive.  For example, 2 twenty-five pointers and 1 fifty pointer will earn you one hundred points if you do a perfect job on all the assignments.

3. You may do more than 100 points of work, but no one will receive a higher grade than 110.  This project will count as one test grade.
4. All assignments need to be neatly written or typed (if typed - double space, 12 pt. font) and be turned in together in the first week of school.

5. All students will present a “book talk” to their class during the first week of school.  This presentation will be a separate daily grade.

25 POINTS:  (more than ½ of a page)
1. Discuss how the main character is like or unlike a person (or animal) that you know.

2. Pretend that you’re the author and describe the part that was the most fun or the hardest to write.

3. Describe an experience you’ve had that was like the experience of a character in the book.

4. Write any kind of poem about your book.  (16+ lines)

5. Write an obituary for one character.

6. Explain how a character in the book changed from the beginning to the end.

7. If the book has a villain, was his/her punishment justified?

8. Explain why you would like to have one of the characters as a friend.

50 POINTS:  (more than ¾ of a page)

9. Draw a color map of where a major part of the story takes place.  Label the major landmarks or points of interest (one page).

10. Write a review of the novel wherein you try to persuade someone else to read it.

11. Tell what you think happened before the story began.

12. Write another part of the story where you describe what happened to the main character after the story ended.

13. Explain how you would make your book into a movie.  Who would play the main characters?  Why?  Where would you film? Why?  etc.

14. Write a letter to the author of the novel.  Tell him/her your thoughts about the novel.  Did you like or dislike it?  Why?  

15. Write 2 articles for a newspaper that would be published at the time of a major event in your book ( ½ page for each article).
16. Write an interview with one of the major characters. 
17. Write several diary entries made by one of the major characters.

18. What problems did the major characters have and how did they solve or overcome them.

75 POINTS:  (more than 1  page)

19. Create a collage of a major theme of your novel (poster board).  Write a paragraph explaining how the theme is expressed in the book and in life.
20. Find 3 songs that seem to relate to your novel.  Write/print out the lyrics (PG) and then write and explanation of how each one relates to the novel.

21. Develop a comic strip illustrating a major event of your novel.

22. Pretend you are a character in the novel and describe the other characters in the novel and explain what you think of each of them.

23. Create a TV commercial or movie trailer for your novel
24. Develop a PowerPoint presentation highlighting the at least six literary elements in your novel.  
25. Compare your book with 3 books, TV shows, or movies that are similar.  Explain how and why each is similar.

26. Make a video about a scene from the book.

27. Make a board game to go with your novel.  
28. Write a long poem about the book.  (30+ lines)

29. Make book jacket.  It should include an attractive picture or cover design with the title and author’s name on the front, a summary and favorable critique of the book on the back, information about the author on one inside flap, and other books written by the author on the other inside flap.  Use 1 legal-sized paper.
